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Chapter Four

Human Resources for Health

Manpower information is essential for proper planning of the health care
delivery system. Staffs working in the health care system are distributed
among a number of categories and all complement to provide health care.
Health manpower statistics for these categories according to health regions
and institutions, both at the country level and for Ministry of Health (MOH)
are presented in this chapter.

Tables 4-1 and 4-2 show the development of manpower over the past years at
the national level and in MOH, respectively. The tables show numbers of staff
by categories followed by a number of manpower indicators. During 2003, for
every 10,000 population, there are 16.0 doctors and 36.8 nurses in the country
as compared to 9.0 doctors and 26.0 nurses in 1990. The nurse-doctor ratio is
2.3 and medical officer-specialist ratio is 2.0 in 2003. For MOH, there has
been an increase in technical staff in 2003 compared to 2002; doctors have
increased by 5.5%, nurses by 3.7 %, pharmacists by 4.4 %, radiographers by
13.7% and laboratory technicians by 5.1%.

Table 4-3 gives the distribution of health manpower in the Sultanate for 2003
according to government and private sectors. The government sector is further
sub-divided into MOH and Non-MOH. The government sectors other than
Ministry of Health includes Royal Oman Police, Petroleum Development
Oman and Sultan Qaboos University Hospital. The private sector data
includes information on private clinics, private pharmacies and the three
private hospitals (Hamdan Hospital in Dhofar Governorate and Al-Shatti
Hospital and Muscat Hospital in Muscat Governorate). While the government
sector accounts for 88% of the total health staff, the private sector accounts for
21.8 % of doctors, 60.5 % of dentists and 78.4% of pharmacists.
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Data on the total staff working in MOH as on December 31st, 2003 are shown
in table 4-4 according to broad categories. Omanis are found to be 61% of the
total staff. They account for 92% of the health administrators, 99.8% of the
medical orderlies and 95% of the administrative support staff (white-collar
staff, skilled and unskilled labour). Omanization among doctors, dentists,
pharmacists and nurses; collectively has reached almost 42.4% in 2003
compared to 38.8% in 2002. Because of the increase in the number of
graduates from the local educational and training institutions, there has been a
substantial increase of Omanis in the recent years in certain categories. Omani
nurses are 49% in 2003 compared to 45% in 2002, Radiographers 56%
compared to 55% in 2002, and assistant pharmacists 66% compared to 63% in
2002.

Tables 4-5 and 4-6 show health manpower indicators and count according to
health regions. Although the Royal Hospital is a national referral hospital, its
data were added to those of Muscat Governorate for calculating some
indicators. Separate indicators for Royal Hospital are, however, available in
Table 4-8.

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Chapter Five

Education and Training

The Ministry of Health (MOH) employs expatriates as well as Omanis in all
professional disciplines related to medicine, nursing, a range of allied health
disciplines and others to provide health care in the health system. In its endeavour
to accelerate human resources development, MOH supports education in different
health professions locally and overseas at both under graduate and post graduate
levels. Locally, the Ministry of Health has established training institutes which
offer different study programmes at first diploma level.

The general nursing program is offered at institutes established allover Sultanate.
Allied health programs currently offered at specific institutes include Medical
Laboratory Sciences, Radiography, Physiotherapy, Assistant Pharmacy, Health
Education, Dental Surgery Assistant and Medical Record Technology. The Ministry
of Health Institutes have, in the past, provided education programs entitled Public
Health Inspector and Nutrition & Dietetics also. Advanced level post-basic
programs have also been launched in a series of specialties. Current post basic
programs offered at the MOH Institutes are Midwifery, Nephrology Nursing,
Critical Care Nursing in Paediatrics and Neonatology, Nursing Administration and
Health Education, Health Management and Physiotherapy.

All study programmes, present and past offered by MOH institutes are listed on
Table 5-1. The table shows the establishment date of Institutes, starting date of
programs and the date of programs which have been discontinued. These institutes
are effectively the only national institutions conducting study programs in these
specified disciplines.

Expansion of education programs continued in year 2003. It Included :-

- A post-basic midwifery program was implemented at Al Dhahira Nursing Institute.

- A new post basic program, entitled, Nursing Administration was launched at Oman
Specialized Nursing Institute. This program is conducted in collaboration with
Villanova University, USA

- Preparation to launch two (2) new post basic programs, Critical Care Nursing
(Adults) and Mental Health Nursing was undertaken.

- The installation of a multimedia laboratory in all institutes was completed and
Information Technology was introduced in all curricula as a specific course.

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Students of Basic Diploma

In 2003 the total number of basic diploma students pursuing educational
programs in the 17 MOH Training Institutes were 2,088 (315 males and
1,773 females). This is detailed in Table 5-2.The number represents an
increase of 0.7% compared to the figure of 2002. A total of 659 students were
enrolled in MOH institutes for the academic year 2003/2004 out of them 521
are in general nursing. Table 5-3 shows the details of students enrolled in each
health institute.

Post Basic Students

A total of 132 students were enrolled for the specialty post-basic training for
the academic year 2003/2004. They joined the following specialties,
Nephrology (22), Midwifery (49), Special Care Nursing in Peadiatric and
Neonatology(20) and Nursing Administration (26). Table5-4 shows details of
students in post-basic programs.

Graduates of Basic Education in 2003

The year 2003 witnessed the graduation of 645 candidates (92 males and 553
females) from the Ministry of Health educational institutions in basic
education (Table 5-3) and (table 5-5).

Graduates of Post Basic Education in 2003

A total of 87 students graduated from post-basic studies. There were 16
graduates from Health Education, 20 from Nephrology ,29 from Midwifery 22
from Critical Care Nursing in Pediatric and Neonatology. Table 5-6 shows
details of post-basic graduates.
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Under-Graduate Overseas Education

Table 5-9 shows that 51 candidates were undergoing their studies in overseas
institutions in 2003. The largest numbers were from the Nursing (24).
Additionally 34 candidates (21 male,13 female) were attending short courses
overseas.

Post - Graduates Education

Post graduate disciplines education in medicine and a wide range of allied
health sciences disciplines continued to expand locally and overseas. On the
local level, 64 doctors (20 males ,44 females) were enrolled in Residancy
Programme of the Omani Medical Specialty Board. Table 5-7 shows the
yearly enrolled doctors. There are 183 doctors registered in the programme as
in October 2003. Table 5-8 and Table5-9 show that a total of 58 candidates
were undergoing their post graduates studies overseas and (35) of these were
doctors.

Continuing Education

The Ministry of Health recognizes the need for continuing education to
enhance competence level in the delivery of services. In 2003 Thirteen health
workers attended short overseas courses of two weeks and three months in
duration of two weeks and three month.

The principal objective of continuing education is to enhance skills of health
care practitioners and educators. The total number of activities conducted for
faculty by the continuing education department at DGET in year 2003 was 81
(40 in the regions and 41 in Muscat). With regard to continuing education for
service personnel in nursing and allied health disciplines, the department
coordinated a total of 33 activities that were conducted at national and
regional levels.

Expenditures and Development Projects

The “Total Expenditures” of the MOH for 2003 was R.O. 172.0 million. The
“Development Expenditures” accounted for RO 17.2 million and the "

Recurrent Expenditures" was RO 154.8 million

During 2003, the percentage of MOH expenditures to the Total Government
Expenditures was as follows : Recurrent (6.9%), Development (2.3%) and
Total (5.2%).

The breakdown of the recurrent expenditures for 2003 is given in table 6-1.
Expenditures on medicine, surgical consumables and instruments, laboratory
kits and reagents and equipments are shown in table 6-3.

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Chapter Eight
Status of Health Programmes

During 2000 Ministry of Health (MOH) started the process to
develop its sixth Five-Year Health Development plan. Scientific
approaches in health planning were used to identify priority
health problems, health needs as well as solutions to overcome
challenges in the years 2001-2005. A number of health
programmes were developed and others were re-organized to
target such health problems and meet the health needs. These
programmes were implemented to promote health of the
community with special care for selected risk groups in the
community. Each programme targeted one or more health
problem and had its own objectives and target risk group.

The objectives of the sixth Five-Year Health development plan as follows

e Reducation of problems related to health of mothers and children
especially those related to protein energy malnutrition (P.E.M.) among
children, anaemia among pregnant women and grouping of population and
high fertility rates and high incidence of congenital anomalies.

e Reduction of communicable diseases especially pulmonary TB and others
affecting children and these include diarrheal diseases and acute
respiratory tract infections. Also to control viral hepatitis and haemophilus
Meningitis.

e Reduction of chronic non-communicable diseases especially diabetes
mellitus, cardiovascular diseases, cancer and renal diseases.

e Reduction of identified specific diseases: loss of vision (blindness),
trachoma, hearing loss (deafness), dental caries, drug addiction and
psychiatric diseases.

e Reduction of the problems of AIDS and STIs.

e Eradication of malaria (local malaria).

e Reduction of injuries from accidents and insurance of safety.

Other objectives were directed to health related problems and are as follows:

e Control of problem, due to lack of proper planning for health education
and coordination among different position for health education and
communication.
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e Strengthening Hospital Work through unified organizational structure for
hospital, an effective quality assurance system and cost accounting
system..

¢ Provision of high quality primary health care to every individual in Oman
within an effective referral system (among all health care levels) and
ensuring geographical equity of distribution of services, completing
competent services of PHC and strengthening efforts for community
participation and intersection collaboration .

e Promotion of basic environmental health: safe drinking water, food safety
and control, occupational health, health impact of development projects
and vector control.

e Promotion of health manpower development and Omanization to meet the
requirements of the health system.

¢ Control problems related to drugs especially rational drug use and
probems related to storge and lack of pharmacists.

¢ Implementation of health research policy and performing health research
especially health system research.

Programme of Combating Malnutrition.

Programme of control of (Priority) Communicable Diseases.

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The objectives for each health programme, their target risk groups and the health
problems they target are presented in this chapter together with achievements and
status of each.

Ministry of Health aims to provide full comprehensive health care to all the
people of Oman. Therefore, all health programmes interact together and are all
covered by supervision from the Directorate General of Health Affairs which
insures that all curative, preventive and promotive health care are integrated.

Programme of Strengthening Maternal and Child Health
(MCH) Care

Maternal and Child Health Services were uniformely implemented
nationally in August 1987. It had the objectives to provide
comprehensive care to mothers and their babies, to promote their
health, and to reduce morbidity and mortality in both. The importance
of such services was emphasized during the fifth and sixth Five-Year
plan through the ‘“Programme of Strengthening Maternal and Child
Health Care”.

To achieve its objectives, the programme targeted to increase the
antenatal care coverage and to provide good prenatal care by promoting
early booking during the first trimester of pregnancy. This had enabled
early detection and appropriate management of risk pregnancies and
also facilitated to match the delivery needs of the women to the proper
health facility according to the degree of risk expected at delivery. The
programme also aimed to promote hospital deliveries for optimal
perinatal and immediate post-natal care to mothers and promote post-
natal care to mothers and their babies at 2 and 6 weeks as well as child
care up to school age.

Ante-natal Care (ANC) coverage has increased to more than 99% in
2003 and booking for antenatal care during the first trimester reached
almost 62.5%. The average number of ANC visits during pregnancy
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have increased from 5.2 in 1991 to 8.3 in 2003. 81.4 % of mothers who
delivered in 2003 had visited ANC clinics more than 6 visits during
their pregnancy and 72.0% were assessed medically at least once during
the last four weeks of their pregnancy. Less than 1% of mothers have
never visited ANC clinics (Table 8-4). Also, it has been estimated that
each pregnant mother had visited postnatal care clinic at least once after
her delivery during 2003 compared to the fact that only 80% of
pregnant mothers had visited postnatal care clinics after their deliveries
in 1991.

During 2003, there were 39,991 deliveries in MOH health institutions
of which 4,390 were made by cesarean sections ( representing 11% of
total deliveries). Elective cesarean sections accounted for 20.5% of all
cesarean sections. These deliveries resulted in a total of 40062 live
birth and 381 still births (Table 8-5), showing a stillbirth rate of 9 per
1000 births, compared to 13.3 during 1990 (Table 8-1). Notification of
Fetal Deaths was started in 1999 in an attempt to identify the causative
factors. Table 8-6 shows fetal deaths according to health regions
together with some risk factors. It shows that 15.7% of Pregnant ending
with fetal deaths did not show for antenatal care during the last four
weeks of their pregnancy. Almost one-sixth of fetal deaths were
congenitally malformed and almost 36.9% shows history of positive
consanguinity.

Table 8-7 shows data for Protein Energy Malnutrition (PEM) for 2003
showing a rate of 17 per 1000 children below 5 years of age.

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Birth Spacing Services

Birth Spacing services were initiated in October 1994 as an integrated
part of the programme of “Maternal and Child Health Care”. The
service objective were to make the contraceptive options available to
the couples to regulate their fertility and remain free of diseases and
death associated with high fertility, and raise healthy children and
family. Details of the activities and results are shown in tables 8-8
through 8-12. Records show that a total of 16,101 were registered in all
MOH Birth Spacing clinics in 2003, of which more than 99% were
Omanis who accepted the modern methods of birth spacing. This
includes 5,701 Re-acceptors i.e. clients who discontinued the method
due to pregnancy, and have re-accepted some method after their
delivery.

Clients preferred the use of Injectables (36.41%), Pills-POP (24.18%)
& condoms (18.65%) , COC (13.12%), followed by IUCD (7.63 %).
Most of the clients (86%) identified that the main source of their
knowledge about birth spacing and it’s objectives was through MOH
facilities. Most of the clients (65.0%) were below 30 years of age,
57.4% of them were having less than 5 children, most of them (64.8%)
were new users of modern contraceptives and the majority were (about
93.1%) satisfied with the methods and intended to continue using
them..

The Total Fertility Rate (TFR) of the Omani women did not show much
change as compared to last five years. The Total Fertility Rate for the
year 2002 was 3.64 children per women in her reproductive age period .

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Programme of Control of (Priority) Communicable Diseases

The programme is directed towards a number of priority health problems:
Diseases of Expanded Programme on Immunizations (EPI), diarrheal diseases,
acute respiratory infections under 5 years of age and viral hepatitis.

Expanded Programme on Immunization (EPI)

The Expanded Programme on Immunisation (EPI) continues to strive to
achieve and maintain high immunisation coverage and communicable disease
reduction specially amoung children. The immunisation coverage is almost
99% at national level during 2003.

A sensitive and specific surveillance system is functioning which includes the
EPI target diseases which shows a remarkable decline in the incidence of EPI
target diseases, between 1981 when the programme was established and 2001.
Oman has remained polio free for last 10 years under conditions of adequate
surveillance. Only one case of neonatal tetanus (NNT) was reported since
1992, it was reported during 1995. Zero status of Diphtheria has been
maintained since 1993 to 2003.

It is worth mentioning that Penta Vaccine has been integrated into the EPI
Schedule since July 2003.andThe due dose of MMR Vaccine in the EPI
Schedule has been Shifted from 15 months to 18 months since October 2002.

Starting on April 1996, the MOH adopted a strategy to eradicate Measles. one
case of measles was reported during 2003 confirmed by seralagy .

An adverse Events Following Immunisation (AEFI) surveillance system has
been well established. All regions report AEFI’s which are promptly
investigated. A total of 641 AEFI incidents were notified during the period
1996-2003. The incidence of BCG adenitis was the highest (84.87 cases per
100,000 doses administered)

Control of Diarrhoeal Diseases (CDD)

Efforts of Ministry of Health to control diarrhoeal diseases (CDD) in the 4th
Five-Year Plan resulted in reductions in diarrhoeal morbidity and mortality.
During 1990, only 10 episodes were associated with severe dehydration out of
1000 diarrhoeal episodes compared to 4 during 1995. Control of diarrhoeal
diseases in children under 5 years of age continued in the 5" and 6" Five-Year
Plan as part of programme of “Control of (Priority) Communicable Diseases”.

Table 8-15 shows 2003 statistics for diarrhoeal diseases. A total of 72,225
diarrhoeal cases were reported compared to 77,166 cases in 2002 showing an
increase from 266 episodes per 1000 children under 5 years of age in 2002 to
298 in 2003. During 2003 severe dehydration was (0.2%) compared to (0.3%),
in 2002.

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Acute Respiratory Infections (ARI)

Infectious diseases related to respiratory system are the most common
morbidity seen in Ministry of Health Institutions. They accounted for 30.8%
of outpatient morbidity and 12.6 % for inpatients morbidity.

A programm for ARI in the 4th five-year plan had resulted in a steady decline
in number of severe forms of such diseases. During 1990 the rate for severe
forms was 10 per 1000 cases of Acute Respiratory Infections compared to 7
per 1000 during 1996 and 6 during 2000. In 2001 the 6th year plan identified
ARI in children under 5 years as a priority health problem and was targeted by
the programme of “Control of (Priority) Communicable diseases”.

Table 8-16 shows 2003 statistics for Acute Respiratory Infections (ARI)
which accounted for 411,492 cases in 2003 giving a rate of 1.7 episodes per
child. The rate was lowest in Muscat (1.0) per child and highest in Dhofar
(2.3). The severity of ARI cases was as follows: Mild ARI 85.1 %, Moderate
ARI 14.4% Severe ARI 0.4% and Bronchial Asthma 6.4%. There was no
Death below 5 years of age due to ARI (primary & related) during 2003.

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Tuberculosis Control Services

The National TB Control Programme (NTP) was initiated in Oman in 1981 and
was re-organised by the start of the 4th Five Year Plan in 1991 to achieve its
goals which are to detect and treat the new cases of tuberculosis giving the
priority to sputum positive patients, and preventing the emergence of new cases
by preventing the spread through detection of cases among contacts as well as
the vaccination of all newborns in the country by BCG through the Expanded
Program of Immunization (EPI). A big decline in the number of TB cases was
achieved, from 405 during 1991 to 276 during 1995 and 313 during 2000.
During the 5th Five Year Plan tuberculosis is no more a public health problem
and also in the sixth plan.

However, efforts are made to sustain achievements and for further control. With
the beginning of 1996, “DOTS” was implemented all over the Sultanate. This
has resulted in more than 90% conversion and cure rates and was accompanied
with a sharp decline in TB deaths. During 2003, there were 250 TB cases
registered showing an incidence rate of sputum positive TB of about 4.8/
100,000 population.

During 2003, 43.8 thousand sputum samples were tested compared with 43.3
thousand sputum samples tested during 2002, also 5.5 thousand mantox test were
done during 2003 compared with 6 thousands during 2002.

Efforts for further control of TB include: The introduction of a very effective
short-course chemotherapy (SCC), continuous monitoring and follow-up of all
TB cases, prompt and extensive contact-screening, detailed epidemiological
investigation of all TB cases to find the possible source of infection and risk
factors. A comprehensive manual (3™ edition) since September 1998 on all
aspects of TB was made available for use by all Health Care Providers

Leprosy Control
Leprosy Control Activities were reinforced in 1991 through “ Leprosy Control
Programme” in the 4" five year plan 1991 -1995. Leprosy is no more considered

as a public health problem in the fifth and sixth five-year health development

plan. However, several activities have taken place e.g. National Leprosy

Workshop, Leprosy Manual, establishing a central registry with cross-indexing
system. A 100% coverage by Multi Drug Therapy (MDT) was achieved.

As a result, the number of leprosy cases declined dramatically over the years and
in 2003 only a total of (13) leprosy cases were registered; “7” cases
(PBL:2,MBL5) were detected among nationals and “6’ cases (PBL:4, MBL:2)
among non-nationals. The incidence rate thus is 0.05 per 10,000 population,
indicating that leprosy has been eliminated as a health problem based on the
WHO criteria of elimination being an incidence of less than 1 per 10,000.

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Programme of Control of Identified Specific Diseases

The programme was developed in the Sixth 5 year plan to target certain
health problems which include: eye diseases, dental caries, hearing loss
(deafness), drug addiction, and Psychiatric Diseases.

Eye Health Care (EHC)

The programme for the prevention of blindness was established in 1982
and reorganized in the 4th Five-Year plan in 1991 as “Eye Health Care.”
Since 1996, eye health care services and strategies continued as a
component of the programme.

Eye care services aimed at :

A. Detecting and managing common eye diseases among Ist
primary students and household members of students with
active trachoma.

B. Visual assessment and management related to 1st primary , 4™
primary, 1st preparatory and 1st secondary students.

C. Health education to school students and their family members
regarding safe practices of ocular and vision hygiene.

Tables 8-18 to 8-19 show the statistics related to the activities through
school health. They show that trachoma among 1st primary students has
slightly decreased from 0.60% in the academic year 2001/2002 to 0.57%
during 2002/2003, also for household members it was 25.2 and 19.1
respectively.

The coverage for visual screening of school students was 98.8% among
Ist primary, 98.5% among 4th primary, 98.9% among preparatory and
99.3% among 1st secondary students. Refractive error is high among
students of higher standards. This stresses the importance of continuing
vision screening and management of refractive error cases.
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The programme focused on six prioritized diseases namely cataract, trachoma,
glaucoma, corneal diseases, diabetic retinopathy and refractive error. It further
consolidated activities at Primary Health Care levels. 145 health institutions
with out ophthalmic units and other 28 secondary and tertiary eye care units
provided standardized eye care and management . Important activities carried
out this year include:
1. Continuation of ongoing early detection and management at primary level of
eye care.
2. Operating curable cataract in routine services and in Cataract fortnight
projects
3. Provide special care in sub specialty units of glaucoma, retina, cornea and
oculoplasty.
4. Promotion of prevention messages for eye care
5. Early detection of blinding eye diseases through screening programs for
premature, school students, diabetics and above 40 population.

In 2003, there were 76,293 outpatient visits as new episodes of eye
problems, out of these 887 (1.2%) cases were referred as urgent cases for
secondary/tertiary eye care and 9,756 (12.8%) cases were referred as non-
urgent cases for secondary/tertiary eye care. Table 8-20 gives region-wise
cases of eye diseases, recorded by Primary Health Care institutions. Data
show that Infective Conjunctivitis was the most common cause (33.7%) of
eye diseases reported in outpatient clinics.

Table 8-21 shows eye cases morbidity at secondary /tertiary eye care units.
Diseases of lids and conjunctiva constituted more than half of the
attendances. The active trachoma cases continued to decline. 1,700 cases of
diabetic retinopathy, 2,796 of glaucoma, 429 bilateral blind and 899
unilateral blind visited ophthalmic units.

Table 8-22 shows ocular diseases management report by health institutions
with ophthalmic unit. The cataract surgery rate was 2,120 /million Omani
population( included private sector). Of 2,877 cataract surgeries, 2,679
(93%) were operated with intra-ocular lens implants and 109 (1.3%) by
phako surgery. 257 glaucoma surgeries and 31 keratoplasty surgeries were
performed. 892 diabetics were treated with laser therapy.

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Ear Health Care

Hearing Loss was identified as a priority health problem in “5™ & 6™ Five- year
plan “ of Ministry of Health and was included in “Identified Specific diseases
Control Program.” The ‘National Survey for Deafness and Common Ear Diseases in
Oman’ conducted in 1996-97, showed that the prevalence of hearing loss was 5.5%
and a large portion of it was either curable or preventable.

During late 1999, the eye and ear health care were clubbed together under
Directorate General of Health Affairs as per the model of World Health
Organization. The preventive, curative and rehabilitative initiatives were introduced
in all MOH institutions and ongoing school screening activities were further
strengthened. To evaluate the ongoing ear care activities, the data was incorporated
in health information system in the year 2000. It is used as indicators for program
progress monitoring.

Table 8-23 shows ear diseases diagnosed and reported by primary health care
facilities of MOH. It also shows the role of primary ear care in early detection of
serious ear conditions leading to hearing disability and their referral pattern for
further care by ENT specialists. Acute Otitis Media (AOM) constituted 36.1% of
new cases in out patient clinic.

ENT Morbidity reported by secondary and tertiary level of ear care is given in
Table 8-24. Management of ENT Diseases is shown in Table 8-25. There were
60,463 represent (41.9%) of ENT cases were due to ear problem Of them 26,302
(18.2%) cases were with Middle ear diseases. 713cases were operated to treat
hearing impairment. The surgical coverage as its short -term goal (To operate cases
of dry perforation) could achieve 59.4% target while overall goal (To operate dry
perforation + attico- antral diseases + tubo- tympanic diseases ) could attain 10.4%
of the target.

The program introduced neonatal hearing screeningin2002. During 2003, 12,851
(32.1%) of 40,062 newborn in Oman were screened. 265 cases (2.1%) were
suspected with hearing impairment and referred to rehabilitation unit.

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Oral Health Services

Oral Health Services were initiated in 1991 as a section of the Directorate of
Community and Family Health Directorate in Ministry of Health and now as
section of school health service.Oral health services target to provide
preventive, curative and dental treatment as well as oral health education to
school students in collaboration with Ministry of Education. In the Fifth and
Sixth Five Year Plan in 1996, Oral Health is considered as one component of
the Programme of “Control of Identified Specific Diseases”. Oral heath
services include:

. Examining and providing preventive and treatment (filling and sealing)
to the first permanent teeth of first class students in the primary level
and follwing them in the second year for sealing.

. Oral health education for the students of the first class of primary level.

. Oral health education for the students of the fourth class of primary level.

The number of students in first class Primary for the academic year 2002-2003
were defined to be about 43,684 students.. A total of 24,914 students were
examined showing a coverage of 57.0% of the total students.

Fissure Sealant was provided to 10,339 student which represents 41.5% of total
students screened. Number of teeth covered by fissure sealant was 38,700 teeth
out of a target of 63,400 teeth resulting in a coverage of about 61.0% of teeth of
students who received fissure sealing. And the number of teeth filled was 3,599
which was about 69.4% out of total permanent first teeth indicated for filling. As
for Fluorosis, the highest percentage was in North As Sharqgiah and Ad Dakhliyah
with 3.3% and 2.5% respectively which may be interpreted for the presence of
Fluoride in the Well Water, While in Muscat the Fluorosis is about 1.7% where
fluoride is being added to the drinking water.

Follow up continues for students of the second class primary level who had
receive fissure sealant in their first grade. The percentage of failure (no fissure
sealant or broken) was about 16.0%.

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Malaria Eradication Programme

Malaria Eradication Programme started its pioneering experiment in Ash
Sharqiyah (South and North) Region in 1991 .This had coincided with the
beginning of the 4th Five-Year plan. The eradication activities were extended to
North and South Al Batinah Regions in 1993 and in Muscat Governorate in 1995
and followed by other Health Regions in the Sultanate.

In the sixth five year plan (2001-2005) the program was merged with the
activities related to environmental health. All the regions are inconsolidetion
phase of the malaria eradication programme after it has been confirmed that there
is no malaria transmission in the Sultanate. At the beginning of 2001. All the
blood survey activities among school students have been stopped as such
activities lost its sensitivity because of the absence of cases. However efforts are
being continued for early detection of malaria cases.

After the remarkable drop in the number of malaria cases in 1994, investigation
and epidemiological classification of all the cases was started. One year later,
importation of malaria to Oman become obvious, mainly from East Africa and the
Indian subcontinent. Thus, distribution of the prophylactic drugs for the travelers
and screening of arriving passengers, at the airport, from Africa was started. Also,
the private health institutes were involved in the early case detection strategy to
cover the cases coming from the Indian subcontinent.

Table 8-28 shows the number of confirmed cases of malaria since 1990. In 2003,
there were (740) confirmed malaria cases 732 were imported, 6 introduced , one
relapse and one cryptic cases. “Slide Positivity Rate” was found to be 0.18% and
“Annual Parasite Incidence Rate” was 3.2 per 10,000 population.

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AIDS and Sexually Transmitted Infections Control Programme

AIDS control programme was established in 1987and has continued as one of the
progrmmes in fifth Five-Year Health Development Plan (1996-2000). In January
1997, Sexually Transmitted Diseases (STIs) were incorporated in the programme.
The programme adopted a number of objectives as regard STIs and these are: (a)
reduction of prevalence of STDs in the community, (b) insuring that all STI cases
are treated early and properly, thus preventing complication and sequelae, (c)
adequate management of the sexual partner and (d) providing councelling and
education about STI and HIV prevention of future risk behavior.The programme
continues as one one of the 6th five year plan programmes (2001-2005).

A total of 1,365 STI cases were reported in 2003 by specialized dermatology
clinics of MOH. Omanis accounted for 94.1% (1,285) of the later (Only 3.5% of
OPD attendance are expatriate). The Omani STI cases reported among adults
(1,245) represented 96.9% and those among male adults (541) represented 42.1%
of all Omani STI cases. Gonococcal infections were the most common infection
among adult males 171 (31.6%) followed by non-specific urethritis 57(10.5%), .
While among adult females, Candidiasis 289(41.1%) was the most common
followed by Condyloma Accuinata 47(6.6%). Table 8-30 shows the STDs
reported by the specialized clinics of MOH.

STI cases from MOH institutions for the last four years shows a slight increase
from 40.1 per 100,000 of total Omani population during 2000 to 72.2 during 2003.
Syphilis and Gonorrhea rates fluctuated during 2000-2003.Syphlis was from 5.7
per 100,000 of total Omani population in 2000,to rise to 7 in 2001, 4.4 in 2002
and decreased again to 4.2 during 2003. Gonorrhea rates also increased from 13.7
during 2000 to 15.6 during 2001 per 100,000 of total Omani population, rate
decreased to 11.8 during 2002 and decreased again to 10.9 during 2003. This
fluctuating was also observed in the rates of these diseases to the total STI
diseases, Syphilis was 14.2%,11.6%,6.1% and 5.7% during the years 2000/
2001/2002/2003 respectively and the Gonorrhea 34.2% ,25.7 %,16.3% and 15.1%
for the same period .

In 2003, all MOH institutions reported a total of 7,188 STI cases based on
“Syndromic Cases Management”. Vaginal discharges were the most common
(74.9%) followed by pelvic inflammatory diseases (13.4%) and urethral
discharges (4.5%). Tables 8-31 and 8-32 show STIs according to age and health
region.

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SCHOOL HEALTH SERVICES

School Health Program was initiated in late 1990 and continued as one of the
programs of 4™ Five-Year Plan, which started in 1991. School Health Program
aims to provide a comprehensive health care that include the physical, mental
and social health needs of the students. Program activities include: medical
examination and testing visual acuity for students in first year of the three
levels (Primary, Preparatory and Secondary) in addition to vision test for
fourth primary level which was added in 2001. In addition there are also
hearing tests, oral health and trachoma screening for first primary.
Immunization against Polio, Diphtheria and Tetanus is provided to students of
first and sixth primary and second grade of secondary schools. It worth
mentioning that immunization coverage among school children has reached
almost 100%.

During 2003, a total of 43,684 students were examined in primary schools,
56,563 in preparatory and 44,862 students in secondary schools. The
percentage of examined students to total students (coverage) were 100%,
99.9%, and 99.9%; respectively. Tables 8-34, 8-35 and 8 —36 show the health
status for primary, preparatory and secondary schools students respectively.
Figure 8-9 shows comparison of selected morbidity of first class students in
all three levels in the academic years 2001/2002 and 2002/2003.

Also, screening is carried out for children to be enrolled in first primary.

Environmental health measures are considered one of the major activities of
school health program. Healthy environment could be achieved through
ensuring that:
o All school facilities are properly lightened and ventilated.
e School has adequate water supply and appropriate trash and sewage
disposal facilities.
e Food storage, preparation and sale is of acceptable hygiene standard.
e The school is free from insects and rodents through proper control
measures.

To ensure that the school environment is satisfactory for children, an
environmental report is completed twice a year . A water sample is usually
sent for bacteriological and chemical examination . Table 8-37 shows the
environmental conditions of the schools in health regions as per reports
submitted in October and April. It shows that only 88.8% of schools meet the

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Oman drinking water compared to 86.4% in 2002 which shows an
improvement specially in South Ash Sharqiah and South Al Batinah regions.
Standard toilet facilities are not sufficient, as there are always extensions in
the number of classes but not in toilet facilities. Rate of toilet facility to
students is satisfactory in only 87.4% of school.

The School Health Program aims also to change the beliefs, attitudes and
practices of school children by providing them with adequate knowledge of
good healthy habits. This may lead to similar change their families and the
community. This could be achieved through a comprehensive health
education program directed to all the students.This later was accomplished
through the introduction of a book of ““ Facts for life “. About 45,000 copies
of this book has been distributed to all students in second secondary level in
the academic year 2002/2003. The book contains 23 health topics. To
encourage students to go through the book for best benefits, a research
competition among students has been arranged. Winners are awarded
certificates and prizes in a special celebration.

In the school academic year 2002/2003, about 11,744 researches were
submitted. Students would submit one research project related to one of the
book topics. There was an increase in the numbers of submitted researches by
11.5% compared to academic year 2001/2002. Most of the researches were on
community related problems, which indicate that the students are aware of
health problems in the community.

In the 5" Five- Year Plan, the school health services were integrated within
Primary Health Care. Some of the staff are working as a part time in school
health. The ratio of doctors (working in school health as full time or part time)
to students is 1/ 7,605. Table 8- 33 shows services and manpower data of
school health services during 2003. The proportion of schools with clinics
ranged from 31% to 95% according to regions.
